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Some of you may have heard the old phrase, “Post turtle.” Many politicians like Bill Clinton, 
George W Bush, Barack Obama, Donald Trump, and even Joe Biden have used this phrase at some 
point in their pollical career.

Little River churches have continued to faithfully serve thru 
two Nationwide pandemics of the Spanish Flue of 1918 and COVID of 2020. 

  In closing, Little River Baptist Association, (like the post-turtle) did not get here by herself, some-
one helped her to get here, and someone continues to help her STAY HERE… That SOMEONE is 
YOU!
